* Maintain a working Student Council monthly calendar, create supply lists, and to-
do lists on white boards for all officers to use.

* Get students excited about events and set a good example by showing school
spirit

* Work together with the rest of the student council to plan events

» Help with sales by setting up, selling, cleaning up, and being there well in
advance of the start of the sale

» Organize and facilitate games /dress-up days for Spirit Week.

«  Work with volunteer committees for Spirit Week, Tartan Faire, and Dances.

* Go to the party store/Costco/Smart and Final for dance supplies

* Run daily convocations with the other officers.

» Serve as a liaison between the students and faculty.

cleaning up at the end
